Basic Cover Installation Instructions

DISCLAIMER: We are not liable if you injure yourself while installing a Custom Seat Creations
cover. Remember, Safety First, and to always wear your safety protection. This instruction sheet
is meant only as a guide; there may be alternatives that may suit you better.

1. Suggested materials for removal and installation of seat cover:

Eye Cover

Pliers

Scissors

Flat-head screwdriver

Staple-gun and staples (electric or hand-held)(10mm;3/8")

Spray adhesive (Elmer's Craft Bond)(suggested only, not required)

IF YOU ARE REMOVING YOUR ORIGINAL COVER CONTINUE, O THERWISE GO TO STEP 6

2. Turn seat pan upside down and using the flat-head screwdriver, wedge underneath staple.
With a left to right rocking motion, pry staple from cover and seat pan.

3. Pull staple using a pair of pliers.

4. Once staples are removed, pull the seat cover from the seat pan. You are now ready to
prepare your seat for cover installation.



5. Spray the bare seat pad liberally with the Elmer's Craft Bond spray adhesive (if using),
ensuring all exposed seat pad is sprayed.

6. Drape and center vinyl over seat pad. Reposition as necessary.

7. The use of a hand-held blowdryer is useful at this step if your vinyl becomes cold. Warming
the vinyl will allow for ease of stretching and stapling. The stapling process will go as follows:
rear, front, sides, corners. One important thing to keep in mind when stapling is that you must
always have the material stretched in order to avoid empty space between the cover and the
foam. Begin by pulling the vinyl tight on one side of the seat, smooth it out and staple with the
staple gun. Then, pull the vinyl tight on the opposite side of the seat, smooth it out and staple
down. Proceed to pull, smooth and staple the rest of the cover until the entire cover is attached.

8. Trim excess vinyl with a pair of scissors.

9. Your seat cover installation is now complete.
